Paradores

Parador de Jávea

Located in the northern part of Alicante, the village of Jávea appears. It is a coast village next to the Mediterranean Sea with so 
many beautiful sites to explore. The Parador de Jávea is the best option for your stay in this great village, and the Route of the 
Miradores is the best tour you can make to discover the beauty of Jávea from different viewpoints! A total of 15 vantage points 
set this route. Let’s take the car go for it!

Els Molins

The Route starts on this vantage point called Els Molins. You can see some windmills from the XIV and XVIII centuries that were 
used for milling wheat and cereals in the past. On the back, the Sierra de Bernia emerges together with the whole Jávea Bay.

Cap de Sant Antoni

The second stop is the Cap de Sant Antoni, 160 metres that are considered to be an extension of the Montgó Mount. This cape 
separates the villages of Denia and Jávea and from there you can admire the whole bay where the next viewpoints are.

Punta del Arenal

This spot offers awesome views of the port and the Arenal Beach which is right down there and it is the only beach with soft 
sand of the area. From here the Parador de Jávea and the Montgó Mount can be perfectly seen.
