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Celebrate Autumn with the Festival of Saint Andrew in Navarre
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Far from the hustle and bustle of Madrid and Barcelona lies the region of Navarre at the lush green foothills of the Pyrenees
mountains. Where this rocky terrain and the rich Riojan plains meet sits the charming medieval city of Estella-Lizarra -
located only a short distance from nearby luxury hotel Parador Olite - which celebrates its annual San Andrés Fair each
autumn.

Held from the last day of November through the first weekend in December, this traditional Spanish festival recalls the
city’s legacy as a market town; while a livestock exhibition takes place in the central Plaza de Santiago, a regional artisanal
goods market is held in the neighbouring Plaza de los Fueros.
