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Discover Castile and Léon on the Canal of Castile
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® Parador de Cervera de Pisuerga

The Canal of Castile, or Canal de Castilla in Spanish, is one of the largest and one of the few man-made water channels in
all of Spain. The wide waterway carves a Y-shaped path through the region of Castile and Ledn in the north of Spain,
stretching 207 kilometres and passing through more than three dozen towns and cities, including locations near luxury hotel
Parador Cervera de Pisuerga.

Though the canal offers a scenic route through some of the best nature in the region, it was not built for pleasure. The channel,
which was constructed throughout the mid- to late 18th century, was used to facilitate transportation and communication in
this once isolated part of Spain. With the advent of railways, however, the canal was converted into an irrigation system to
bring much-needed water to the region’s crops.
